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Dr. Little, of Upper Hunters River, resides ahout twenty miles
on thisside the mountaivous renge which weparstes his Listrict
from Livtrponl Plains. ' He lutely eroaved that range, snd on
coming to & hut, found, tu his borror and astonishment, the
bodies of sowe half dozen of black natives, stretchied along the
“earth.  Frowm the putrid state of thc corpscs, it was evideut they
bad becn slavghtervd a long time. He pursued kis journey till ke

fell in with the white people, stack-kecpers and others.  Ue learnt
from them, that s large body of the blacka bikd suddenly made their
appeurunce, but whether they paid their visit hostilely, or werely
came in grest numbers for self-protection, the stock-keepers wd-
itted they could not wll.  However, seting in concert, vur people
commenced a destructive fire of musquetry upon them, and the
locks presently ted. Such were the circumdunces of the fight,
thut some of the Lluck fupitives on beiug pursued, wecended the
trees in Lopes of cxcaping, whence ey were brought down by the

balls of their aruiluntx. o . S B
