Mr. Brennan was 72. He was born at 
Wallsend, an'd on leaving school began 
work in the mines of that centre, then 
producing from .the Wansend and Coop­
erative collieries. The early managers 
under whom Mr. Breunan was employed 
were the late Mr. James Fletcher, after­
wards a Minister for Mines, and Mr. J. 
Y. Nillson. . 

Taking a keen interest in the affairs 
I)f the' industry, Mr. Brennan filled suc­
cesSively many positions of, trust. within 
his own area, and was finally elected 
Federation Secretary for the district. The' 
organisation was then .known as the Colo, 
lierr Employees' Federation. the naI:\l~ 
being changed to that of the NortherI 
District Branch of the Coal and Shale 
Workers' FE'deration later. 1\11'. Bren­
nan carried on the dutjesuntil .early 
in 1927, wh.m he resigned owing to ill­
health, being succeeded by' Mr. David. 
McNeill, now living in retirement. 

Mr. Brennan also devoted a great deal 
of time to affairs outside the Miners' Fed­
eration: He was a delegate and official 
of the Newcastle Trades Hall Council in' 
the years befOl:e. the present . building in 
Union-etreet was erected, havmg as a col­
league the late Mr. Daniel Rees, M.L.C., 
on . the board. Always an enthusiastiC' 
supporter of the Labour party, Mr. Bren­
nan was afterwards privileged to serve 
first in the Le~islative Council, and next 
in the Legislative Assembly, 1V! the rep' 
resentative for Hamilton. On his retir~ 
ment fI'Om public life three years ago, 
he moved to Sydney, and had since spent 
practically all hie time there. 

ARRESTED DURING COAL STRIKE. 
- :; 

During the great coal strike of:'25:year~ 
ago, Mr. Brennan, then Secretary,of the 
Miners' Federation, was arrested with 
other prominent officials, including the 
then President (Mr. Peter Bowling), 
Messrs. A. Lewis, D. Rees, B. Rees, A. 
Burns, and D. H\ltton. All suffered terms 
of imprisonment for having participated 
in the strike. Mr. Brennan, who was 
in poor health, invariably spoke well of 
the treatment that he received from 
the officials of the prison to which the 
authorities ordered him to be. sent. Re­
leased before his sentence had expired, 
Mr .. Brennan remarked to. one of the 
attendants: "I do not wish to be your 
'guest' again, but I hope some day you 
will be mine." Aft.er a holiday, he was 
soon back in his office at the miners' 
rooms, where he continued for: many years 
a popull\r official, never sparing himself 
in the service of others.

Mr. Brennan 
acted as my @cretary, and I remember 
with gratitude the manner in which he 
applied himself to assist in bringing abollt 
my ·success on that occasion." 

A similar tribute was paid by Mr, Bad­
deley, who was District President and 
General President of the Miners' }<'edera­
tion prior to entering Parliament, and a 
fellow-official of Mr. Brennan. "My long 
association with him," said Mr. Baddeley, 
,"gave me an opportunity of judging and 
appreciating his many fine qualities. He 
was' ever loyal to his comrades, and always 
endeavoured to do the right thing. He 
will, be remembered as one who 'did his 
.ufmost for the miners' organisation during 
many strenuous years-as one whose name 
has been.indelibly impressed on the·minds 
of those who were closely connected with 
him in his work as an official and as a 
personal friend." .
